road construction
inevitable.  While none of us
enjoy the delays caused by these
prajects the end product makes it
safer and easier to move around. The downtows
Wimberley and north San Marcos projects on RR
12 are fine examples.

For years a serious concern has been the potential
delay in reaching Central Texas Medical Center due
o passing trains on Wonder World Drive. TxDot
engineers tell us that the raillroad overpass is
scheduled for completion in November of this year
and perhaps even earlier as they are now ahead of
sechedule.

. Another major project that will help southbound
travelers 15 the cxtension of Wonder World Drive
from Hunter Road to RR 12 just cast of the San
Marcos Baptist Academy. Right-of-Way will be
sequired by the end of this year. The design is
expected to be complete by year-cnd 2007 with
construction taking place during 2008 through
20010

Construction of the new four lanes on Craddock
between RR 12 and Bishop Street will be complete
in August. When finished the road will have a
landscaped median in the middle, a hike and hike
trail on the east side and sidewalks on the west side.

Finally, the much needed widening of RE 12 from
San Marcos w the junction of RR32 is expected to
begin in 3 to 4 years. A public forum will be held
this fall afrer which environmental studies will be
conducted and Right-of-Way secured. Once
complete this section of RR12 will have four lancs
with additional turn lanes at county reads and
subdivisions, including SMR.
